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Academy Rules: 

 
Ø Eligibility 

1. Academy riders are not eligible to show in any other performance 
division. 

2. Riders cannot cross-enter between divisions (Walk-Trot & Walk-Trot-
Canter). 

3. If a rider has cantered at any show, they are not eligible to show in a 
Walk-Trot class. 

4. Horses shown in the Academy division must be regularly used for 
lessons in a riding program, not just for the owner’s lessons. 

 
Ø Apparel 

1. Riding jackets are not allowed. 
2. ASTM-approved helmets are required. 

 
Ø Judging Requirements 

1. The classes designated for riders 10 yrs & under will be split after (5) 
riders.  Headers are encouraged in these classes.  

2. All other classes will be split after (10) riders.

Ø Rider is ineligible to compete in canter classes with the 
status of horse not affected or 

Ø Horse is ineligible to compete in canter classes with the 
status of rider not affected. 
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
